SUNDAY OBSERVANCE
AIMS OF VIC. COUNCIL

Victoria’s Sunday Chris-
tian Observance Council was
founded in 1932 and func-
tioned right up to this year
without any formal theo-
logical basis, Its aim has
simply been “The mainten-
ance of and witness to the
Christian observance of Sun-
dav.”

However, all the traditional

terns of behaviour both within
and outside the church have
been called into question, and

among them Sunday observance
Ihis particvlarly has been se
riously questioned from within
the church

I'he Sunday Christian Observ-
ance Council (SCOC) has felt
obliged to evaluale its ains, po-
licies and functions in order that
it may act more decisively in
areas of comman agreement and
to set up guidelines for prospec-
tive edveational material it hopes
to publish.

It has suce

eded in drawine up

an agreed statement of principles
underlying its

activities which

have commended themselves to
the major denominations taking
part.

Its first principle accepts the
Old Testament sabbath as pro-
viding the principle of rest and
worship on one day in seven, Its
second principle sets forth the
biblical truth that the observance
of the day cannot be an end in
itself but an opportunity for rest
and recreation, for worship and
Christian  service, Thirdly, it
accepts the day as one for the
benefit of all mankind but with
added privileges for Christians.

The council accepts a three-
fold application of these prin
ciples.

1. For she Christian, Sunday
is the Lord's Day in which his
resurrection is joyfully com-
memorated in worship, praisc
and thankseiving. The fostering
of family life is a high priority
for the Christian, who has the
great opportunity of using Sun-
day as a time for learning and
understanding the faith.

2. For the non-Christian, Sun-

day should continue to be a day

of rest and recreation, for his
own happiness and well-being.

Christians cannot place oblig
tions of faith on non-Christian
On the other hand, they shoul
be concerned with the well beir
of the community as a whol
and this can be done by enc
eavouring to differentiate Sund
from other days,

3, Thus for the Christian ar

With the first issue in Septem-
ber, the ACR price went up as
previously notitied to 20 cents a
copy or $5 yearly posted

After we gave notice of the
heavy increase in all our produc
tion costs which meant that the
increase was inevitable, the
Federal Budget gave all religious
newspapers a further nasty
shock

At present, postage one one
copy of the ACR costs 14 cents
I'his will double to 3 cents next
March. A year later it will
increase from 3 cents to 5 cents
and in October, 1976 it will
move up to 7 cents, So we have
warning of a 400 per cent
increase and postage is to be a
large proportion of our total cost
of production and distribution

Neither we nor our readers
will like this savage increase but
in fairness to our Post Office, we
do not believe that public money
should subsidise the religious or
the secular press

VCC meets premier
on Vic. casino

VCC—Melbourne. At a
meeting with the Premier
(Mr Hamer) recently, Rev

W. R. Westerman learned
that, despite twenty applica
tions for licences, the small
government committee look-
ing into the question had
scarcely begun work.

Mr Westerman, who is chair-
man of the VCC Commission on
Social Questions was accom-
panied on the interview by Mr
Alan Page, secretary of the com-
mission. They told Mr Hamer
the commission was not simply
taking an anti-gambling stance,
that there was concern about the
volume and social consequences
of legalised gambling.

They also cited press reports
from police in Hobart expressing
concern about the effects of the
Wrest Point casino on crime
rates. The commission asked the
Government 1o wail for at Jeast
two years before deciding on a
policy on casinos, so there would
tm time for the social effects of
the Hobart casino to become ap-
parent.

Mr Westerman learned from
the Premier that the government
would have to make a decision
within a reasonable time and
that careful account would be
taken of sociological factors. He
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said the Premier had invited fur-
ther submissions from the
Churches as the work of the
overnment committee proceeds
he invitation was accepted and
work will begin al once. “The
Premier was clearly willing to
consider seriously the arguments
we put to him,” said Mr West-
erman,

In his address to Adelaide
synod last month on the
state of the diocese, Arch-
bishop Thomas T. Reed said
that non-Government schools
had imperilled their future
by accepting direct grants.

“Whatever aid is given to non-
Government schools by the State
and Federal Parliaments should
be given in a just and equitable
manner,” Dr Reed said

“It should be in the form of
direct assistance to parents who,
by not using the educational
facilities provided by the State,
the community as a whole
certain expenses

“At the same time they are
exercising their inherent right as
parents to have their children
educated in the manner they
judge to be best for them.

“It is the taxpayer who should
benefit from the public funds by
way of equitable compensation.

“By accepting direct grants the
non-Government  schools have
surrendered their independence,
incurred considerable debts and
imperilled their future.’

Sydney synod
to discuss
important issues

Sydney synod will have a
number of important issues
before it when it meets in
the Chapter House 8 to 10
and 15 and 16 October.

A number of committees
which have worked for a year
and more will be presenting their
reports and recommendations to
synod. These include marriage
and divorce, population and the
cn\unnn_lv:[l(. neo-pentecostalism
and ( hristian teaching on family
relationships.

Arising from last year's mass
media committee report, an ordi
nance will come before synod to
set up an Anglican radio unit,

The stipends committee will
present a report recommending
10 per cent increases in stipends
for all ministers and deaconesses.

The stipend of a rector of a
parish is recommended to be
$4,360, It is $3,960 at present

Sydney synod now has well
over 800 members, representing
all the parishes in the diocese

Dr Reed said the manner in
which the State had given its
“largesse” to the schools had
brought accusations of political
expediency and incurred the dan-
ger of sectarian tension

"It is to be hoped there will be
a change of policy by all con-
cerned and that help will be
given, where it is justified, to the
parents who, as taxpayers, pro-
vide the money spent by govern-
ments on education,” he said.

Speaking on society Dr Reed
said that in Australia there was
increasing concern for the provi
sion of adequate wages and liv-
ing standards, greater concern
for education and conservation
and the provision of better hospi
tal facilities.

“This is good —
encouraging,” he said

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Presbyterian union
increases its vote

Over a third of Australian Presbyterian congregations
vote to remain Presbyterian.

SYDNEY, September 17. —
While the full voting figures are
not quite complete, the count of
votes of Australian Presbyterian
congregations has revealed that
424 congregations (62,4 per cent)

ed in favour of joining the
Uniting Church while 254 (37.6
per cent) decided to remain
Presbyterian.

When a vote was taken in
1972, 307 voted 10 join (45.1 per
cent) and 374 (549 per cent)
voted to remain Presbyterian.
Thus, the number voting for
union has increased 10 per cent
in a year.

All States except NSW voted
solidly for union. In NSW, 116
congregations (45.5 per cent)
voted for union and 139 (54.5

per cent) voted (O remain
Presbyterian.

Scots Church in Sydney and
Scots Church in Melbourne both
voted to remain Presbyterian,
Last year, Rev Gordon Powell,
minister of Scots Church, Mel-
bourne, told his congregation he
would resign if the vote of his
church was against union.

The Uniting Church is to in-
clude the Methodists, Congrega-
tionalists and the Presbyterians.
The Methodists and Congrega-
tionalists have already given a
very large vote in favour.

The Presbyterian vote has now
to be ratified by the State
Assemblies: and the General
Assembly of Australia. Informed
observers feel that the Uniting

Church will now move ahead
and that Presbyterians at these
top levels will vote for going
into union.

They also agree that some-
thing more than a third of all
Presbyterian congregations will
remain Presbyterian, having full
control of their existing proper-
ties,

The Act of Parliament govern-
ing the union preserves existing
property rights to any congrega-
tion where one-third of the
voters decided to remain Presby-
terian.

A feature of the recent voting
was that 30 per cent of commu-
nicants*who were registered in
their congregations as voters, did
not vote.
